▪ CV segment experienced muted growth due to elections and pause in infrastructure projects.

▪ The declining trend in the Farm Tractor segment continued in Q1 FY25. The farm sentiments and above

normal monsoon expectations have contributed to signs of revival in tractor sales.

▪ The 2W segment continued its upward trajectory, driven by improved domestic sales.
