Summary of proceedings of NCLT Convened Meeting of Unsecured Creditors

‘The Meeting of the unsecured creditors of Rane Engine Valve Limited convened by the Hon’ble
National Company Law Tribunal, Chennai Bench (‘NCLT’) was held on Thursday, November 21,
2024 through video conferencing (VC) / Other Audio Visual Means (OAVM) at 09:30 hrs (IST)
(‘meeting’) for approving the Scheme of Amalgamation of Rane Engine Valve Limited, Rane
Brake Lining Limited with and into Rane (Madras) Limited.

Mr. Siva Chandrasekaran, Authorized Person, welcomed the unsecured creditors to the meeting.
He informed that all documents for inspection mentioned in notice convening the meeting are
available for inspection along with the transcript of the proceedings of the meeting are being made
available on the website of the Company. He introduced Mr. P S N Prasad, Chairman appointed by
NCLT for the meeting and introduced Mr. Raymond Albyness, Advocate, who has been appointed
as Scrutinizer for this meeting by the NCLT. Mr. Siva Chandrasekaran handed over the proceedings
to the Chairman.

Mr. P S N Prasad, Former Judicial Member and Chairman appointed by NCLT, chaired the
meeting. He informed that in accordance with the NCLT orders dated September 25, 2024 read
with October 01, 2024, Notice of this Meeting along with annexures were sent by e-mail to all
unsecured creditors whose e-mail IDs were registered with the Company and physical copies by
registered post to other unsecured creditors. Public notices were also issued in the newspapers
Business Standard (English), Hindu Tamizh Thisai (Tamil) and Navbharat Times (Hindi) 30 days
prior to the date of meeting. The despatch of Notice and issuance of public notice in newspapers
were made on October 17, 2024.

Upon ascertaining that the requisite quorum was not present, the Chairman adjourned the
meeting, in accordance with the NCLT orders.

After the necessary quorum was present, the Chairman reconvened the meeting.

The Chairman welcomed the unsecured creditors and recognised the presence of Board of
Directors, Management, Auditors, Secretarial Auditors, Scrutinizer appointed by NCLT for the
meeting. Mr. Pradip Kumar Bishnoi, Independent Director had expressed his inability to attend the
meeting due to his other professional pre-occupations.
